Do not ask what your country can do for you, tell what you can do for your country!

A country can not be developed if no one does nothing for it. In order to develop properly, the citizens of a state should do something for it. Anyway, most of people wait for the government to think about them and to take care of them. But they do nothing for the country they live in.


The services between the population of the country and its government should be mutual. The citizens must follow their obligations, and the country they live in will think about them . 


For example, people who are retired, monthly are being paid money from the government. They are paid because they had been working for the state. As a result, the people who do something for their country, are later awarded by it. But there are some people who did nothing for their motherland, but they also want to be awarded. And this is not honest. And they say that they have the right for compensation from the state when they are over 65. In a rich country citizens work for their state developing its economy, soldiers protect it and other social categories do something for their native land. That’s why in a rich country, where citizens work for it or do something else for it, old people are insured with a comfortable life and everything they need. Moreover, the state organizations make different programs where old people receive different help, orphans are dressed, fed and are insured with homes or orphanages. 


In other words we can say that a country does a lot for its citizens. But not all of them recognize this services that’s why they do nothing for the state they live in. Anyway, the favours between a state and its population should be mutual. After that we can put out the question: “What our country can do for us?” But first of all we must be able to tell what we can do for it. 
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
